Tuesday March 10, 2009

The meeting was called to order by President Dona Frickson at 6:30pm, with all standing for the Pledge of Allegiance.

Role call:  There were 19 members present, with all introducing themselves and stated what business they were with.

Secretary Steele read the minutes of the last meeting.

We are legal on dues as far as we know.

President Frickson brought up the subject of mailing out our meeting minutes to members and prospective members.  Sharon Fleming volunteered for this task.  Treasurer Tipton was asked to purchase postage for her.

The flowers for the down town area, which was tabled from the last meeting was brought to the floor.  Getting the poles painted and finding someone to do the watering were the topics of concern.  Linda will put an ad in the paper asking for someone to do the watering.  Gene Walker from the park board stated that they are working on redoing the area around City Hall.  Mary Kettwig was asked to find out the latest possible ordering date for the flowers and report at the next meeting.
President Frickson brought up the subject of the ticket trailer.  Kenny Loftus did purchase the trailer from the boy scouts, however he and Ron Nichols have not gotten together to see what it will take to fix it up.  More information will be available next meeting.
Good Ol’ Days was discussed by Chairperson Christie Tipton.  The information from the minutes of the last meeting is up to date.  Christie did show us the Chamber web page, which shows the events lined up for the downtown area, along with the activities provided by Kids Again.  Mud volley registration forms and T-shirt order forms are available on our site.  She showed a sample of our tri-fold brochure which includes all the events and sponsors.  It will also include a map of the town, giving directions to the different locations. The ads for the shuttle bus have surpassed the rental cost of $600.00. K & W Sausage would like to sponsor a Hot Dog eating contest on Friday night.  Even though it is not required, the churches would like to donate 15% of earning back to the Chamber.  Discussion with Brandon and Christine Gute with 4 Queens suggested that we not use the tickets for the vendors.  It was also discussed that Vendors pay a deposit for electric and water plus 15% of Profit.  

President Frickson stated that the next Good Ol’ Days meeting will be at 6:30pm Thursday March 26th at Caseys.

After conversation with Rick Reuter, President Frickson stated that we will need a permit to post a chamber events sign by the Christmas tree.  Sharon Fleming moved that we spend up to $500.00 for this sign.  Seconded by Mary Kettwig, motion carried.

The Chamber currently has 48 members and would like us all too actively promote the Chamber in an effort to increase our numbers. 
We still have pizzas for sale at Lofty.  There is pepperoni, sausage and cheese at $4.00 each.

There being no further business, Mike Kroeger moved the meeting be adjourned.  Seconded by Christie Tipton, motion carried.
