The meeting was called to order at 6:34 by President Dona Frickson with all standing for the Pledge of Allegiance.

Role Call:  Introduction went around the room.

Kenny Loftus reported that he had gone and picked up the Marquee and started to assemble it only to discover that it was damaged.  Therefore he returned it.
President Frickson stated that we are planning a Belgium Waffle and business expo for November 22, 2009 at Lofty’s.  She also stated that we should check out our ad on the Lamar sign by bonanza.

Brenda Miller stated that we have 68 mud volleyball teams sign up so far.  Kenny Loftus volunteered to move tables from Lofty’s to the CRC grounds for Saturday along with picking up 2 sets of scaffolding.

There are 3 generators that need to be picked up.  Mike Kroeger, Ron Nichols and Randy Weber will get these and return them on Monday. 

Workers are still needed for Saturday Ticket Booth, Beer Tent and Chamber Tent at the Lafayette site.  There are openings on the 3 to 6, 6 to 9 and 9 to midnight shifts.  Wrist band sales will end at 8:00.  There was discussion on how long we need to keep open the T-shirt sales.  It was left to just play it by ear.  Also help is needed for setting up.  Some vendors will be coming in to set up by 11:00am on Friday. Clean up will begin after the band finishes on Saturday and will finish on Sunday morning.  Anyone with heavy duty extension cords that can be borrowed, please see a committee member.
